• �Participants will learn about British culture, history and 
customs through the course book and will be able to read 
and talk about itl by the end of the course.

• �Participants will be able to answer complex personal 
questions and talk about themselves as well as ask complex 
questions to others.

• �Participants will communicate with each other in English 
and develop more complex communication skills by using 
vocabulary and grammar structures taught in class.

• �Participants will learn the grammar structures as they 
are explained in the course book and will learn about the 
present, past and future tenses of the English language. 
Participants will read texts in English to develop their 
reading and pronunciation skills.
